[bookmark: _Int_a4so7PZX]Significant enhancements have been made to develop the Toolkit, including a new carbon calculator, sustainable production guidance, and updated certification programme.

In preparation for the Next Generation Toolkit’s launch on 16 September 2026, there are some important new resources available to you today, including a new carbon footprint data tracker and an overview of the upcoming certification criteria changes.

Key Updates

Launch date of Next Generation Toolkit
BAFTA Albert’s Next Generation Toolkit will be released on 16th September 2026. 

Current Toolkit shut down
The current Toolkit will shut down on 17th December 2026.

Transitioning to Next Generation Toolkit & sunsetting guidance
Guidance on the sunsetting of current tools and processes is now available in the Next Generation Toolkit Information Pack.

Carbon Footprint Data Tracker
The Carbon Footprint Data Tracker will enable teams to collect quality data to be uploaded onto the Next Generation Toolkit from its launch on 16th September 2026. More information about this can be found in the Next Generation Toolkit Information Pack. 

Changes to BAFTA Albert certification
There will be updates to the certification framework aligned with the Next Generation Toolkit. These changes are designed to strengthen impact, clarity, and alignment with industry sustainability goals. The pre-approval process for fast-turnaround and early TX productions will no longer be available, and qualifying productions will now have access to the BAFTA Albert Committed Route. 

[bookmark: _Int_m5pMa89x]All other production types must access BAFTA Albert Certified Route when applying for certification. Information about these two routes and eligibility can be found in the Next Generation Toolkit Information Pack now and on the Albert website from the 17th June 2026.

New certification criteria available now

You can now access the updated criteria for Certified and Committed routes to begin early planning and assess how upcoming productions may need to adapt.
 
What you should do now

We recommend that your teams:
1. Review the Next Generation Information Pack and FAQs.
2. Understand sunsetting guidance and understand current productions will transition.
3. [bookmark: _Hlk231557694]Familiarise themselves with the new criteria for Certified and Committed routes.
4. Begin internal planning and conversations about how these changes affect upcoming productions.
5. Share this update with relevant sustainability, production, and commissioning leads.

From 17th June 2026, check the BAFTA Albert website to find information about what productions need to start thinking about for the ‘sunsetting phase’, any key dates, and user support. On this day, pop-ups will also appear on the current toolkit to let users know where to find more information.

BAFTA Albert will continue to share updates, resources, and opportunities for engagement ahead of the September launch and throughout Autumn 2026.

Key Dates

· The Next Generation Toolkit will launch on 16th September 2026, alongside associated certification changes.

· From 16th September there will be a sunsetting period for the current BAFTA Albert Toolkit, and the current Toolkit will close on 17th December 2026.


What’s New
· A new carbon calculator
· Updated sustainable production guidance
· New certification programme, with new criteria and on-screen certification marks

Changes to BAFTA Albert certification 

There will be updates to the certification framework aligned with the Next Generation Toolkit. These changes are designed to strengthen impact, clarity, and alignment with industry sustainability goals and will have an impact on how productions apply and deliver:

· Pre-approval (fast-turnaround / early TX) is being removed
· Productions will now follow one of two routes to certify:
· Committed Route (qualifying productions only)
· Certified Route (all others)
· New criteria will apply under the Next Generation Toolkit


Productions completing via the Next Generation Toolkit will receive updated BAFTA Albert certification marks.

Pre-production planning will need to adapt to meet the new requirements and teams should start preparing now for the changes.
